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Hopewell Valley is home to many bridges, but how did people get 
around before they were built?
Early colonists may have been able to wade their horses across 
our many streams but imagine no Scudder Falls or Washington 
Crossing Bridge! Pennsylvania was just an aspiration to many 
before ferries were established every couple of miles along the 
Delaware. Who ran those operations and how did it work when 
you wanted to visit your cousin in Yardley ? Or buy goods in 
Philadelphia? Or defeat the British?
Join us on October 22 as historian Stan Saperstein explains early 
ferry operations and how important they were both to regular 
people and to General Washington in winning the Revolutionary War.
